Dear Fellow Knights,

About a month ago, in the
Sunday Gospel, Jesus told the
Parable of the Wedding Banquet in
which a king invites guests to a
wedding feast for his son. The
guests refuse and the king sends
his servants out to invite to the
feast whomever they find, “good
and bad alike,” until the hall was
filled with guests. The king would
have supplied wedding garments
at the door. However, one guest
did not put a wedding garment on,
and so he is thrown out. (See
Matthew 22:1-14).

Jesus often used the
wedding banquet as a symbol for
heaven. It is an image that goes
back to Isaiah the prophet. It is
also an image of the Eucharistic
banquet, the Mass. Fr. Dan
Harrington, S.J., comments on this:
“The Eucharist we celebrate as the
sacrament of ongoing Christian life
stands in the biblical banquet
tradition. It is the banquet of God's
Son and points toward the fullness
of life in God’s kingdom. But it is
not enough to simply show up.
Rather, we need to participate
actively, let the mystery of the
Eucharist shape our identity, and
we must act appropriately in our
everyday lives.” (America , October
6, 2008, p. 47.)

To become truly
Eucharistic Catholics, to live out
the Mass in our daily lives is to put
on the wedding garment of God'’s
kingdom. It is to allow God’s will to
“be done on earth as itis in
heaven.” When we join in the
celebration of the Mass, do we
rejoice when people of other
nations, races and tongues than
ours celebrate with us? One of the
great experiences at Eucharistic
Congresses, World Youth Days
and Masses at St. Peter’s Basilica
is to experience the world-wide
dimensions of the Church. All are
called to become one in Christ,
both saints and sinners. Sinners
are called to take off their soiled
clothes and put on the wedding
garment of righteousness, peace
and love. One of my old theology
teachers, Fr. Bob Hovda, used to
speak of Mass as “kingdom-play.”
In a good Mass, we are brought
beyond ourselves to a world of
acceptance and love, we are
brought into the presence of God,
and feel the life of the Holy Spirit
moving in us. In a good Mass, if
only for a moment, we know that
God is in charge, that he loves us,
and that Jesus is with us and in us.
There are times during the
consecration, at the Our Father
and after Communion where |
experience this in a deep way and
feel a deep bond with all at Mass. |
pray that you do too. There are
times during adoration when |
experience God-with-us. It is a gift
that we should pray for, not just to
feel at Mass, but to bring with us
into our daily lives. The 20"
century English mystic and writer,
Caryll Houselander, did bring this
into her dalily life. “l was in an
underground train, a crowded train
in which all sorts of people jostled
together, sitting and strap hanging
- workers of every description
going home at the end of the day.
Quite suddenly | saw with my mind,



but as vividly as a wonderful
picture, Christ in them all. But | saw
more than that; not only was Christ
in every one of them, being in
them, dying in them, rejoicing in
them, sorrowing in them - but
because He was in them, and
because they were here, the whole
world was here too in this
underground train, not only the
world as it was at that moment, not
only all the people in all the
countries of the world, but all those
people who have lived in the past
and all those yet to come.

“I came out into the street and
walked for a long time in the
crowds. It was the same here on
every side, in every passer-by,
everywhere - Christ.

“l saw too the reverence
that everyone must have for a
sinner; instead of condoning his
sin, which is in reality his utmost
sorrow, one must comfort Christ
who is suffering in him. And this
reverence must be paid even to
those sinners whose souls seem to
be dead, because it is Christ, who
is the life of the soul, who is dead
in them: they are His tombs, and
Christ in the tomb is potentially the
risen Christ.” (A Rocking Horse
Catholic ).

Home Burglaries

Home burglaries can be complex

or spur of the moment. Over the

next several issues, we will review
how burglaries occur.

Burglary (continued)

Vulnerability & Security

Depending on how vulnerable your
house is, a burglar may or may not
decide to hit it. The better the

security; there is less of a chance
of a burglar trying to break in.

Homes that are poorly built, using
cheap building materials or
skimping on reinforcement are
more likely to be hit. Older homes
can have worn out hinges, locks,
bolts, etc. Overtime they may not fit
as well as they once did. Decaying
doorframes or old, worn locksets
are risky.

If the homeowner fails to lock their
door before leaving, or leaves a
window open, they are inviting a
burglar to break in. Open windows
are particularly encountered during
the hot summer months.

If you fail to use any security
device, you are at risk. The best
include alarms, motion sensors,
ample lighting and good quality
locks. Burglars will often bypass
such a home for an easier target.
At the minimum, these systems will
hamper the burglar’s ability to stay
in your home long enough to clean
you out.

Burglars will look for signs of life
when casing a home. During the
holidays if you are going to be
away, have a trusted neighbor take
in your newspaper and mail. Have
someone shovel your driveway and
sidewalk. Allow a neighbor to park
their car in your driveway. Use
lights on a timer to give the
appearance that someone is home.
Finally, leave a radio on a talk
show station, just loud enough to
be heard a little from outside. It will
give the impression that people are
inside.

Keep gifts away from the windows
to keep burglars from seeing them.
They will steal cash and goods that
are visible to them. Don't leave
your purse visible as well. Most
times burglars will steal as much
as they can carry off on foot.
However, if they are able to get a
vehicle close by, the haul can be
quite larger — including electronics,
firearms, etc.



One thing you can count on, if a
burglar hits your home he/she will
sell the goods off within a day of
stealing them, at a fraction of their
worth. Make every effort to protect
your home from burglary. Consult
an alarm specialist or you local
police for a security assessment.
The internet offers a wide variety of
tips to keep your home from being
burglarized. The better educated
you are concerning home security,
the better your chances are of
avoiding being a victim.
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Did you remember to
change your smoke
detector batteries when
you changed your clocks?

If not, please change them

right away!

The following information will assist
you and your family in taking the
important steps necessary to
prepare for the possibility of fire in
your home.

Families can dramatically increase
their chances of surviving a fire
simply by installing and maintaining
working smoke alarms.

Smoke Alarms

Fires can occur in a variety of ways
and in any room of your home. But
no matter where or how, having a
smoke alarm is the first key step
towards your family’s safety. A
smoke alarm stands guard around
the clock and, when it first senses
smoke, it sounds a shrill alarm.
This often allows a family the
precious but limited time it takes to
escape.

Properly installed and maintained
smoke alarms are considered to be
one of the best and least
expensive means of providing an
early warning of a potentially
deadly fire and could reduce the
risk of dying from a fire in your
home by almost half.

“It is the position of the U.S. Fire
Administration that all citizens
should be protected against death,
injury, and property loss resulting
from fire in their residence. All
homes should be equipped with
both smoke alarms and automatic
fire sprinklers, and all families
should have and practice an
emergency escape plan.”

Escape Plans

In the event of a fire, remember —
time is the biggest enemy and
every second counts! Escape
plans help you get out of your
home quickly. In less than 30
seconds a small flame can get
completely out of control and turn
into a major fire. Children as
young as three years old can follow
a fire escape plan they have
practiced often. Yet, many families
don't have detailed escape plans,
and those that do usually don't
practice them.

It is important to:

Practice your escape plan
every month.

Plan two ways out of every
room.

Leave your home when a
fire occurs.

Designate a meeting place
away from your home.

Get out and stay out!
Never return to a burning
building!

Furnaces

It is important that you have your
furnace inspected to ensure that it
is in good working condition.

Be sure all furnace
controls and emergency
shutoffs are in proper
working condition.

Do not attempt repairs
yourself: leave furnace
repairs to qualified
specialists.

Inspect the walls and
ceiling near the furnace
and along the chimney
line. If the wall is hot or
discolored, additional pipe
insulation or clearance
may be required.

Check the flue pipe and
pipe seams. Are they well
supported and free of
holes and cracks? Soot
along or around seams
may be an indicator of a
leak.

Is the chimney solid, with
cracks or loose bricks? All
unused flue openings
should be sealed with solid
masonry.

Keep trash and other
combustibles away from
the heating system.

Winter Storm Fire Safety

Fire-Related Hazards Present
during and after a Winter Storm

Alternative heating devices
used incorrectly create fire
hazards.

Damaged or downed utility
lines can present a fire and
life safety hazard.

Water damaged
appliances and utilities can
be electrically charged.
Frozen water pipes can
burst and cause safety
hazards.

Leaking gas lines,
damaged or leaking gas
propane containers, and
leaking vehicle gas tanks
may explode or ignite.
Generators are often used
during power outages.
Generators that are not
properly used and



maintained can be
hazardous.

To safeguard yourself, your family,,
and your home from these
potential hazards, please follow the
safety tips listed below:

Chemical Safety

Look for combustible liquids like
gasoline, lighter fluid, and paint
thinner that may have spilled.
Thoroughly clean the spill and
place the containers in a well
ventilated area. Remember to keep
combustible liquids away from any
heat source.

Electrical Safety

If your home has sustained flood or
water damage, and you can safely
get to the main breaker of fuse
box, turn off the power. Assume all
wires on the ground are electrically
charged. This includes cable feeds.
Look for and replace frayed or
cracked extension cords, loose
prongs, and plugs; exposed outlets
and wiring could present a fire and
life safety hazard. Appliances that
emit smoke or sparks should be
repaired or replaced. Be sure to
have a licensed electrician check
your home for any damage.

Gas Safety

Smell and listen for leaky gas
connections. If you believe there is
a gas leak, immediately leave the
house and leave the door open.
Never strike a match: any size
flame can spark an explosion.
Before turning the gas back on,
have the gas system checked by a
professional.

Generator Safety

Follow the manufacturer’s
instructions and guidelines when
using a generator. Always use a
generator or other fuel-powered
machines outside of the home.

Carbon monoxide fumes are
odorless and can quickly
overwhelm you indoors.

Always be sure that every level of
your home has a working smoke
alarm, and be sure to test and
clean it on a monthly basis. Plan
and practice a home escape plan
with your family.

Focus on Fire Safety:

Holiday Fire Safety

Dry Tree vs. High Moisture Tree
Fire

With the onset of the holiday
season, it is important to focus on
fire safety and prevention. The
celebration of the season brings
with it increased usage of electric
lights, decorations, candles, and
the ever popular Christmas tree, all
of which can be potential fire
hazards. Additionally, cooking fires
increase during the holidays as
families and friends gather to
celebrate. By following general fire
safety precautions, potential
holiday fires, deaths, and injuries
remain preventable.

Christmas Trees

What's a traditional Christmas
morning scene without a beautifully
decorated tree? If your household
includes a natural tree in its
festivities, take to heart the sales
person’s suggestion — “Keep the
tree watered.”

Christmas trees account for
hundreds of fires annually.
Typically, shorts in electrical lights
or open flames from candles,
lighters or matches start tree fires.
Well-watered trees are not a
problem. A dry and neglected tree
can be.

Selecting a Tree for the Holidays

Needles on fresh trees should be
green and hard to pull back from
the branches, and the needles
should not break if the tree has
been freshly cut. The trunk should
be sticky to the touch. Old trees
can be identified by bouncing the
tree trunk on the ground. If many
needles fall off, the tree has been
cut too long and, has probably
dried out, and is a fire hazard.

Caring for Your Tree

Do not place your tree close to a
heat source, including a fireplace
or heat vent. The heat will dry out
the tree, causing it to be more
easily ignited by heat, flame or
sparks. Be careful not to drop or
flick cigarette ashes near a tree.
Do not put your live tree up too
early or leave it up for longer than
two weeks. Keep the tree stand
filled with water at all times.

Disposing of Your Tree

Never put tree branches or needles
in a fireplace or wood-burning
stove. When the tree becomes dry,
discard it promptly. The best way
to dispose of your tree is by taking
it to a recycling center or having it
hauled away by a community pick-
up service.

Cooking

It is easy to get wrapped up in
entertaining guests, but it is
important to monitor meal
preparations since most cooking
fires start when cooking is left
unattended.

Another of the recent culprits for
the increase of cooking fires during
holidays is the turkey fryer. Turkey
fryers use a substantial quantity of
cooking oil at high temperatures,
and many units currently available
for use pose a significant tipping
danger. The use of turkey fryers by



consumers can lead to devastating
burns, other injuries and the
destruction of property.

The following safe cooking tips can
help to make your holiday dinner
safe and enjoyable:

Always use cooking
equipment tested and
approved by a recognized
testing facility.

Stay in the kitchen when
you are frying, grilling or
broiling food. If you leave
the kitchen, even for a
short time, turn off the
stove.

Keep anything that can
catch fire - potholders,
towels or curtains - away
from your stovetop.

Have a "kid-free zone" of
at least 3 feet around the
stove and areas where hot
food or drink is prepared or
carried.

Wear short, close fitting or
tightly rolled sleeves when
cooking. Loose clothing
can dangle onto stove
burners and catch fire.
Never use a wet oven mitt,
as it presents a scald
danger if the moisture in
the mitt is heated.

Always keep an oven mitt
and lid nearby when you're
cooking. If a small grease
fire starts in a pan, put on
an oven mitt and smother
the flames by carefully
sliding the lid over the pan.
Turn off the burner. Don't
remove the lid until it is
completely cool.

If there is an oven fire, turn
off the heat and keep the
door closed to prevent
flames from burning you
and your clothing. Have
the oven serviced before
you use it again.

Holiday Lights

Maintain Your Holiday Lights

Inspect holiday lights each year for
frayed wires, bare spots, gaps in
the insulation, broken or cracked
sockets, and excessive kinking or
wear before putting them up. Use
only lighting listed by an approved
testing laboratory.

Do Not Overload Electrical
Outlets

Do not link more than three light
strands, unless the directions
indicate it is safe. Connect strings
of lights to an extension cord
before plugging the cord into the
outlet. Make sure to periodically
check the wires — they should not
be warm to the touch.

Do not leave holiday lights on
unattended!

Holiday Decorations

Use Only Nonflammable
Decorations

All decorations should be
nonflammable or flame-retardant
and placed away from heat vents.

Never Put Wrapping Paper in the
Fireplace

Wrapping paper in the fireplace
can result in a very large fire,
throwing off dangerous sparks and
embers that may result in a
chimney fire.

Artificial Christmas Trees

If you are using a metallic or
artificial tree, make sure it is flame
retardant.

Candle Care

Avoid Using Lit Candles

If you do use lit candles, make sure
they are in stable holders and
place them where they cannot be
easily knocked down. Never leave
the house with candles burning.

Never Put Lit Candles on a Tree

Do not go near a Christmas tree
with an open flame — candles,
lighters or matches.

As in every season, have working
smoke alarms installed on every
level of your home, test them
monthly and keep them clean and
equipped with fresh batteries at all
times. Know when and how to call
for help. And remember to practice
your home escape plan!

Organization?

The Knights, as a charter
organization, with the help of the
BSA, would organize a new Cub



Scout pack in Salem. We would
manage the pack and control the
program of activities to support our
goals and objectives (promote
charity, unity, fraternity, and
patriotism, at the appropriate level).
When community organizations
establish a new unit, they must
take these two important actions to
ensure a quality Scouting program:

Selecting leadership . The head of
the chartered organization appoints
a chartered organization
representative to provide
leadership in the selection of a
committee of adults that will
provide overall supervision for the
unit's program. The committee
selects the adult unit leaders who
will work with the youth. [The unit
leaders are already available.] The
chartered organization
representative is also a voting
member of the local council and
may serve as a member of the
district committee.

Providing a meeting place and
promoting a good program. The
chartered organization arranges for
adequate meeting facilities for the
unit and promotes through its
committee the full use of the
program, including outdoor
experiences, advancement,
recognitions, and, in particular,
Scouting's values. [The Meeting
Place does NOT have to be our
council hall but could be any
appropriate venue.]

There is a long history of the
Catholic Church and the Knights
supporting the Scouting program.
See: http://www.nccs-
bsa.org/kofc/index.php or do a
Google search on “Knights of
Columbus” and “Scouting.”

| believe that the Derry Elks are a
charter organization, the Lions
Club is another local charter
organization. Financial support for
the scouts is appreciated, but most
funds are raised by the scouts
themselves. Helping find a
meeting place is the key piece.

Right now, | personally cannot
support this effort, beyond simply
passing along this need. What |
ask is for a volunteer to be the
“point” man and to gather whatever
details we, as a council, need to
make a decision. | know some of
us may have been scouts in the
past; some of us may have scouts
as sons or grand sons.

“feeder” program for some of the
Cub Scouts to eventually become

Also,
please be aware that you must
be a member of Council 4442
and/or Assembly 0641 to rent
the Hall.

During the winter months, Chanel
Simard should be contacted at
603-898-4950. The basic charge
is $125 plus an additional $100
deposit that will be returned if you
leave the hall in the shape it was in
when you rented it.

If you wish to use the Pots and
Pans along with the dishes etc,
there is an additional $100 fee
which is non-refundable. A
calendar is maintained in the
Council Home with dates for all
rentals and Council events. It is
not the bible however, so you
need to check with the rental
manager before you plan an

event to make sure the date is
open. Just because someone
puts a date down on the calendar
does not mean that it has been
confirmed with the rental manager.
Remember, unless it is an actual
Council event, no lit candles are
allowed on the tables as part of a
centerpiece. We have also put in
new thermostats which are
automatically set at 60 degrees. If
you are using the hall and want to
reset the heat, you need to reset it
by touching the hold button and
moving the arrow key until you
reach your desired temperature.
You should reset it back by
bringing it back down to 60 before
you leave. The system does have
an auto override that will
automatically reset the system to
60 at 6:00AM and 6:00PM. Keep
this in mind if you are in the hall in
the afternoon and your party will be
overlapping past 6:00PM. You will
need to reset it again

Dear Brother Knight:

It is probably fair to say that no
other single activity has defined the
Knights of Columbus over the past
half century as much as the pro-life
movement.



Following the shock of the
Supreme Court's decision to
preempt all state and federal laws
regulating abortion in Roe v. Wade
in 1973, we launched a long-term
battle to fight legalized abortion.
While achieving the ultimate goal
of overturning Roe remains
somewhere in the future, we have
been able to achieve many small
successes along the way:

the Hyde Amendment, which
restricts federal funding for
abortions;

the federal law banning
partial birth abortions, which was
finally upheld by the U.S. Supreme
Court in April 2007;

the "Mexico City Policy,"
which has barred the use of federal
taxpayers' money to pay for
abortions in other countries;

laws in 44 states that
preserve a parental role when
children under 18 seek abortions;

laws in 40 states that restrict
late-term abortions;

laws in 46 states that protect
the right of conscience for
individual health care providers;

laws in 27 states that protect
the right of conscience for
institutions;

laws in 38 states that ban
partial birth abortions;

laws in 33 states that require
counseling before having an
abortion;

and laws in 16 states that
provide for ultrasounds before an
abortion.

All of these restrictions on abortion
- all of the progress we've made
over the past 35 years in trying to
limit and reduce abortions in the
United States - would be
invalidated with the stroke of a pen
if the next Congress passes, and
the next president signs, the so-
called "Freedom of Choice Act"
(FOCA).
